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	The local government of the settlement of Solt, located in Bács-Kiskun County, provided the venue for a practice drill in the framework of which on 27 April, participants practiced the remediation of the consequences of a potential industrial accident affecting the population at the settlement, as well as joint task execution in case of an emergency. 

	Practice drill participants at Solt included professional disaster management forces, volunteers, home guards, the mayor and local government employees, representatives of civil organizations, healthcare professionals and social workers, as well as representatives of local businesses, about sixty people in total. 
 
The complex practice drill enabled the town management, workers in the plants affected, and organizations participating in disaster management to prepare for the remediation of loss and damage in a potential accident. The practice drill included events at various locations and with the involvement of several partnering organizations. 
Remediation of the incident was made possible by the concerted and accurate execution of tasks. The primary tasks were to fix hazardous substances on site, to ensure that plant employees are at a safe place, and to clear up the traffic accident site nearby. 
At the other location in the meantime, arrangements were made to inform the population endangered, to prepare for evacuation and for providing shelter and accommodation, as well as to attend the injured. 
In regard to population protection, a major and high-priority aim of the practice drill was to enable those people to practice emergency management in the framework of a complex practice drill who are expected to encounter such a situation at the settlement of Solt. 
The program was closed by an evaluation session and a summary of the experiences. 
 
Training courses and practice drills intended to increase the efficiency of disaster management stations, to extend the capacities of the forecasting system and to develop human resources were realized within the project titled “Local capacity development of disaster management institutions” funded by Norway Grants. 
The establishment and organizational development of disaster management stations, as well as their integration into the existing institutional system required newly hired personnel to be trained and prepared.
