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	The Siklós Disaster Management Branch Office of Baranya County Disaster Management Directorate recently organized a disaster management cooperation practice drill based on water damage remediation at Drávaszabolcs. 

	The practice drill provided an excellent opportunity to prepare and train people participating in the management of settlement-level emergencies. Local forces involved in water damage remediation and population protection tasks also received training in national and civil defence, funded by the 2009-2014 program of the Norwegian Financing Mechanism. 
The practice drill started with notifying and alarming stakeholders; afterwards, thirty-four people turned up at the location of preparation. In a live situation, members involved in disaster management are notified in the same manner. 
According to the situation presumed, large amounts of rainfall hit the entire territory of Baranya County, and consequently low-lying areas of Drávaszabolcs were inundated. The local task force and the voluntary rescue organization of the settlement had to make arrangements to evacuate the inundated part of the settlement and to provide temporary accommodation for the people, as well as to fully complete water damage remediation tasks. 
Upon completion, the practice drill was classified as satisfactory.
