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	Trainings and campaigns have helped cooperation between civil protection personnel and local players by involving residents and local players in civil protection preparation and information. 

	The National Directorate General for Disaster Management of the Ministry of Interior submitted a successful proposal to the call for proposals titled “Local capacity development of disaster management institutions”, announced in the framework of the 2009-2014 Capacity building and institutional cooperation program of the Norwegian Financing Mechanism. The project ended in April 2017 envisaged capacity extension and the development of the human resources management system in disaster management. By strengthening cooperation between project consortium members, professional and civil organizations involved in protection operations, and residents, the objective set was to increase the efficiency of local-level disaster management interventions. 
In order to complete this important project pillar, a total of seventy-five sessions were held at sixty-five settlements, including thirty-three local level cooperation trainings and forty-two local population protection programs. 
In the course of the preparation campaign, nearly three thousand and seven hundred people extended and consolidated their knowledge, thus contributing to the prevention of emergency situations and the efficiency of remediation. 
About seven hundred and forty people participated in local-level cooperation training events. These programs included informative presentations, dialogues developed on the distribution of tasks between various local players, their roles undertaken, and their tasks in emergencies.
Campaigns to prepare residents were aimed to provide information to attendees on emergency prevention, the roles undertaken by residents, and the work of disaster management personnel. Nearly three thousand youngsters were involved in emergency preparations during campaigns. 
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
